Is Christian Education Worth It?

As headmaster of RTCS, I recently wrote a series of articles for the school newspaper on the 
question of whether Christian education is worth the tuition cost and the sacrifice.  Following are 
summaries from those articles. 

Worth It Academically  

Our small class sizes and teacher-student ratio 
truly bring out the best in our students.  Accord-
ing to a 2006 article in the Pittsburgh Post-
Gazette comparing 153 public, private, and pa-
rochial schools in Western Pennsylvania, SAT 
scores of our graduates ranked us fourth over-
all during a four-year period.  In fact, our 2006 
graduates ranked first overall!  Our elementary 
achievement test scores during that same span 
are also impressive; RTCS students ranked na-
tionally in the top ten percent of all students.  In 
the past four years, we also have seen six students receive full-ride scholarships for their entire 
education to such schools as West Point Military Academy, Michigan State University, Grove City 
College, Geneva College, and Robert Morris University. 

Worth It Due to Small Class Size  

At the elementary level, the student-to-teacher ratio is 11 to 1.  This small class setting not only 
enables our teachers to know the students very well, but it also helps in tailoring the instruction to 
meet individual needs.  And the high school is no different.  I currently 
teach three classes, the largest of which has just 10 students.  One of 
the most rewarding parts of my position is being able to help students 
grow academically and spiritually one-on-one before school, after school, 
and during lunch and study halls.  At bigger schools, students simply 
donôt have that kind of daily access to their teachers. 

Worth It in Other Opportunities  

Whether it is athletics (basketball, soccer, or track) or other opportunities 
(drama, chorus, Community Service Club, Student Council, Academic 
Games, etc.), our students have plenty of activities to fill their time.  But 
what separates us from other schools is our desire to use those activities to help our students 
grow in their relationship with Christ. 

Worth It Spiritually  

Most importantly, though, what sets RTCS 
apart is our focus on the spiritual.  All of our 
classes are taught from a Christian world-and-
life view and are thoroughly biblical.  We at-
tempt to show how God is sovereign in all of 
the academic disciplines.  Also, the spiritual 
atmosphere is beyond compare as our stu-
dents experience daily devotions, weekly 
chapel, prayer, Bible study, and a genuinely 
safe and caring atmosphere, where the only 
peer pressure they experience is the peer 
pressure to live their lives for Christ.
